Wash out that paintbrush.  
Shake the sand out of your shoes.  
Get up off your muddy knees,  
and give the garden a morning off.  
Fold up the newspaper.  
Turn off the coffeepot.  
Close up your calendar,  
already fi lled with dates,  
and times,  
and people,  
and places that claim you.  
This church is ready for you to fi ll its rooms,  
to create its spirit, to generate its warmth,  
to kindle its light.  
This church is ready for you to make community,  
to create beauty, to bend it toward justice,  
to serve its ideals.  
This church is ready for you to be here,  
honoring our past,  
invigorating our present,  
and dreaming our future.  
This is your church.  
Here we are home.  
Here we are whole.  
Let us begin. 
 

ItÕs time to come together again, with renewed energy and fresh enthusiasm.  For a small 
congregation, the Fellowship off ers unusually varied and lively opportunities to be a part of small 
groups, working together, sharing, and deepening spiritual awareness.  The Covenant Groups and 
the Shamanic Journeying Group, for example, are wonderful places to get to know people well. 

 The FellowshipÕs newest team, part of its social justice work, is devoted to race and class 
issues.  This team is looking for a balance between action and study, so is already planning to 
bring a workshop here, open to all organizations in the community interested in increasing their 
inclusivity.  At the same time, the team will be presenting thought-provoking forums and services 
on Sunday morning every month.  Believe it or not, they have only met twice; itÕs just the right 
time to join the fun. 

The Green Sanctuary Team has also begun planning for the new church year, and in 
September will be bringing attention to local foods and farmers markets.  Do you think of your 
food choices as ethical decision-making?  In our complicated global marketplace, the ethics of 
what we eat is more important than ever.  The Green TeamÕs emphasis is partly shaped by 
monthly projects posed for the Oberlin community by ICE, the Interfaith Committee for the 
Environment.  ICE is hoping that by bringing small, doable tasks to the community each month, 



more people will become involved in helping to improve our global environment.  Each 
participating church has an ICE poster for each project. They, and the FellowshipÕs Green Team, 
hope everyone in the Fellowship who joins in the projects in some way will sign the appropriate 
posters.  Look for our posters in the lobby, and add your name if you have planted a tree, use 
compact florescent light bulbs, or eat local foods. 

Last year, the Welcoming Congregation Committee helped create a PFLAG group here in 
Oberlin that is planning efforts to improve conditions for GLBT children and youth in our 
schools. 

Of course, the Fellowship provides lots of ways to help each other and the Fellowship 
itself.  All of these are good ways of sharing and growing.  The Caring Committee, Parties and 
Fun, and the Choir are always looking for new members.  The rewards of teaching Sunday School 
are enormous and worth every effort.  The Membership and Space Searching teams, the Program 
and Finance Committees, and the Fund Raising Teams are open for business, full of energy and 
enthusiasm.  As the Rev. Margaret A. Kelp puts it,  

As surely as we belong to the universe, we belong together. 
We join here to transcend the isolated self, 
To connect, 
To know ourselves to be at home, 
Here on earth, under the stars, 
Linked with each other. 
 
As the chair of the Sunday Morning Program Committee, I do have a very down to earth 

report to make.  The Committee distributed a questionnaire last May and June that could be 
submitted on-line, or completed on paper.  This attempt to reach more people in the congregation 
was very successful as 33 surveys were completed, 11 more than the previous year and an all time 
high return.  

The Committee sends a big THANK YOU to those 33 people.  The survey is very helpful.  
There is strong support for all the areas of interest we asked about, with ethical questions, 
environmental issues, development of helpful skills, and social justice being the four most 
popular.  There was less agreement about the aspects of programming included on the 
questionnaire, but responses were similar to last year.  Of the 32 people who fi lled out this part of 
the form, 72% find Joys and Concerns a meaningful part of the service, 87.5% agree that a 
morning message and 81% agree that music is an important part of the service.  However, only 
50% prefer a consistent format for Sunday services and 53% would like to see programming at 
times other than Sunday mornings.  

The on-line version made it easier for people who rarely attend to express their opinions.  
The committee thought this would be especially useful in evaluating responses to diff erent 
possible Sunday morning schedule arrangement.  Of the 29 people who completed this part of the 
survey, 65.5% prefer our present arrangement, while 17% dislike it.  The next most popular 
suggestion, with 36% approval, was to begin the forum and Sunday School at 10:00 a.m. and 
conclude with coffee hour at noon.  Still, 40% disliked that option.  More people, 32%, were 
neutral about having the Sunday School at the same time as the service, with the forum and coffee 
hour as they are now, but only 32% approved.  The other options were all disliked or disliked 
strongly by over 50% of the respondents.  So it looks like there is no perfect schedule, but we are 
most likely to keep what seems to be working pretty well. 

My husband BillÕs beloved Aunt Esther died recently, and I will be helping celebrate her 
life and memory in New Jersey on September 2.  I will be missing you all, and am very much 
looking forward to being with you and Harry Pepper on the 9th.

DARLENE KRATO 

  
  
DARLENE MOVED TO KENDAL IN AUGUST, 2000.  SHE JOINED THE FELLOWSHIP WHEN 
IT MET AT THE MASONIC HALL AND WAS HERE FOR WHEN GENERAL ASSEMBLY MET IN 
CLEVELAND.  PRIOR TO THAT SHE AND HER HUSBAND HAD BEEN MEMBERS OF THE 
GROSSE POINTE UNITARIAN CHURCH IN MICHIGAN, WHERE SHE WAS R.E. DIRECTOR 
FOR THREE YEARS UNDER HARRY MESERVE.  THIS WAS A TIME OF SOCIAL ACTION 
WITH THE CHURCH SPONSORING OPEN HOUSING AND THE APPERANCE OF MARTIN 
LUTHER KING. 
  
DARLENE WAS BORN IN CALIFORNIA AND LIVED IN NEW MEXICO AND COLORADO 
BEFORE RETURNING TO SAN FRANCISCO TO START FIRST GRADE.  HER PARENTS 
WERE NOT CHURCH GOERS SO SHE WENT TO SUNDAY SCHOOL WITH FRIENDS.  
DURING HER FRESHMAN YEAR IN HIGH SCHOOL SHE MOVED TO A VERY SMALL TOWN 
IN THE SIERRA NEVADA'S.  THERE YOU HAD A CHOICE OF METHODIST, CALTHOLIC, 
MORMON OR "HOLY ROLLER".  WHILE IN  COLLEGE IN SAN JOSE SHE BECAME 
INTERESTED IN THE EPISCOPAL CHURCH.  THEN ON TO GRAD SCHOOL IN NY CITY. 
SHE BECAME A BUYER FOR BLOOMING-DALES AND A MEMBER OF A SMALL EPISCOPAL 
CHURCH NEAR CORNELL MEDICAL SCHOOL AND HOSPITAL (WHERE SHE LATER 
LEARNED THAT HARRY MESERVE HAD ATTENDED TOO) AND GOT INVOLVED WITH 
THEIR SOCIAL ACTION PROGRAMS, MOSTLY AT ST. PHILLIP'S IN HARLEM.  UPON 
MOVING BACK TO SF SHE ATTENDED DIFFERENT CHURCHS.  WHEN SHE MARRIED 
JOHN IN 1959 THEY MOVED TO SPRINGFIELD, OHIO AND WITTEN-BERG UNIVERSITY.  
JOHN JOINED CHRIST EPISCOPAL CHURCH, WITH HER, LEAVING BEHIND HIS MISSOURI 
SYNOD LUTHERAN BACKGROUND, MUCH TO HIS PARENTSÕ DISMAY. FOUR YEARS 
LATER THEY MOVED TO THE DETROIT AREA AND WAYNE STATE UNIVERSITY.  THEY 
DID NOT FIND AN EPISCOPAL CHURCH THAT FIT THEIR SOCIAL CONCERNS AND JOINED 
THE UU CHURCH.  HIS FAMILY REALLY THOUGHT THEY HAD GONE TO HELL!!  THE 
CHILDREN WERE RAISED AT GPUC. DAUGHTER JENNY, WHO LIVES IN TUSCALOOSA, 
ALABAMA, HAS BEEN ACTIVE WITH THE FELLOWSHIP THERE. SON ADDAM HAS FOUND 
HIS SPIRITUAL FIT AS A BUDDHIST, SON MATTHEW MARRIED INTO A PHILIPPINO FAMILY 
WITH STRONG SEVEN DAY ADVENTIST TIES (THE 2ND LARGEST DENOMINA-TION IN 
THAT COUNTRY AFTER CATHOLICISM) AND YOUNGEST SON, PETER HAS BECOME 
INVOLVED WITH NATIVE AMERICAN INDIAN RITUALS AND BEFIEFS.  THE TWO CHILDREN 
WHO HAVE MARRIED DID SO AT GPUC. 
  
DARLENEÕS MOST EXCITING EMPLOY-MENT FOUND HER WORKING WITH OVER 300 
SMALL NON-PROFIT AGENCIES IN THE INNER CITY BEFORE BECOMING AN 
INVESTIGATOR WITH THE MICHIGAN STATE JUDICIAL COUNCIL, WHEN JOHN'S HEALTH 
FAILED.  SHE FEELS THAT THE AGENCY EXPERIENCES AND BEING RAISED IN A UU 
CHURCH GAVE HER CHILDREN THE ABILITY TO EXPLORE AND FIND WHERE FHEY FIT IN
